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 Use fabric from matching 
shawl to add sleeves 

Purchase or make a shrug/
cardigan to match or contrast 

If dress is bargain priced, 
buy two.  Extra fabric can be 
used to modify dress. 

It’s easy to add wide straps      
or sleeves to strapless gowns

Fill plunging necklines and 
high slits with contrasting or 
matching lace or extra fabric

Hem long dresses and use 
excess fabric to modify dress 

Ask store if leftover fabric is 
available for use to modify

Layers are in! Use a simple 
or lace under-tee to cover 
shoulders, chest or midriff 

Lengthen skirts by adding a 
wide lace or fabric trim to the 
hem or layer a matching slip

people ask where you found 
such an awesome dress that is 
actually modest, you can be 
proud of your amazing mod-
alter designer skills!
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
